At the November 14, 2016 meeting, a motion was approved with 9 votes in favor and 1
abstention to make audio recordings available to the public effective January 1, 2017.

At the regular meeting in November, the BPCRB met in closed session and voted 8 in favor, 2
against to accept the OIPA’s recommendations regarding the findings in case #16-25.
